July 17 after a three-day visit to the city of Sekondi.

Dallas, a 378-foot cutter home ported in Charleston, S.C., is currently deployed off the coast of West and 
Central Africa in support of U.S. Naval Forces Europeôs Africa Partnership Station (APS) initiative.  APS 
is a U.S. Naval Forces Europe-led, long-term initiative with a goal of enabling maritime safety and security 
in West and Central Africa.  The program operates with the cooperative support of a variety of military, 
governmental and non-governmental organizations from the United States, Africa and Europe.
